Ever hear of Beckstead and Watts? If not, chances 
are you will soon.  The accounting profession was 
once largely responsible for self regulating. Life 
changed in 2002 when Congress passed the 
Sarbanes-Oxley Act (SOX). 
 
SOX affects the boards, management, and documentation retention practices of 
U.S. publicly-traded companies. It sets auditing standards and investigates 
suspected wrongdoing by firms that certify the reliability of corporate financial 
statements. The consequence to a company and/or its auditors for non-
compliance is fines, imprisonment or both. 
 
SOX is administered by the Public Company Accounting Oversight Board 
(PCAOB) and is funded by fees charged to the firms it audits. This five-member 
board is appointed by and reports to the Securities and Exchange Commission 
(SEC). The President has no direct power over PCAOB members. He does, 
however, have power over the SEC since he appoints its commissioners. 
 
%ÎÔÅÒ "ÅÃËÓÔÅÁÄ ÁÎÄ 7ÁÔÔÓȢ 4ÈÅÙȭÒÅ a CPA firm in Henderson, Nevada that 
PCAOB charged with performing flawed audits. In 2006 B&W challenged the 
constitutionality of SOX. This past December the US Supreme Court heard their 
arguments. 
 
The Constitution requires that the powers of the three branches of government 
be separate and that the President be able to enforce the laws with officers he 
appoints and can remove. Those opposed to SOX believe that PCAOB has 
unchecked government powers. Those in favor say that PCAOB actions have 
SEC approval, which is controlled by the President. 
 
SOX does not have a severability clause, which allows the main body of 
legislation to remain effective even if part of it is struck down. If PCAOB is 
deemed unconstitutional, the entire law may be invalidated. 
 
As of writing this column, the Supreme Court has not rendered a decision. 
Whatever it is, it will affect our profession. And as we know, the accounting 
profession touches nearly all aspects of our economy. 
 
Not being an expert on the Constitution, I cannot make a call on what the 
Supreme Court should decide. However, I am proud our country allows its 
citizens to question those in power and provides a system in which to do so. I 
applaud B&W for exercising that Constitutional right.
