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I recently returned from the ASWA National Conference. Four tracks were offered: 

Accounting and Auditing, Controllership, Personal and Professional Development, 

and Tax. The presentations had a common theme: accountants are held to a high 

standard of objectivity and impartiality. 

 

We are expected to look at the bottom line, to base decisions on objective data, to 

remain unemotional. A special agent from the IRS expressed the theme of

agents gone bad as well as taxpayers who are hostile to IRS agents. 

 

A speaker from the Institute of Internal Auditors echoed the importance of an 

unbiased approach. He gave examples that initially appeared innocent and turned

legitimate. 

 

When discussing concealed liabilities and expenses, he stressed to never take 

anything at face value. There must always be supporting documentation. This also 

applies to false revenue. Red flags include no evidence of shipments, no record of 

customer payments and no evidence of invoices being sent to the customer. 

 

This concept of objectivity reminded me of my studies for the CPA exams. The term

number as correct or incorrect. We are not to assume a person is honest or 

dishonest. We are to walk straight down the middle of the neutrality path. In other 

words, we are not advocates like lawyers but are independent investigative 

reporters. 

 

A recent example of a CPA firm taking a stand based strictly on the facts is

legislation. They supported their opinion with facts and objective analysis, despite 

political pressure to do otherwise. 

 

I returned from our national conference inspired and energized. I was proud to 

represent our chapter and happy to be associated with a profession that strives to 

be objective. Our bar of excellence is high but not out of reach. The goal of 

objectivity and impartiality is an honorable one and worthy of our efforts.
